
Dress Code

During your cruise, you should dress the same way you would do ashore.
Leisure wear such as shorts and t-shirts is appropriate on board and on
shore excursions in a warm climate. Depending on your itinerary, we advise
you to bring sweaters and jackets for chilly evenings.
Keep in mind that it could rain and that you need correct clothing for visits
to religious sites. On deck, sandals with rubber soles and sneakers are ideal.

There are two recommendations for evenings and dinners:

Smart casual:
Dress the same way you would do for a visit to a restaurant at home.
Skirts, dresses or trousers with t-shirt or blouse for ladies, trousers and
shirt or poloshirt for gentlemen. Shorts and swimwear are not allowed in
the restaurant.

Formal:
 Evening gown, cocktail dress or pantsuits for ladies, suit, combination or
dinner jackets for gentlemen.

*leisurewear-sweatpants is not allowed in restaurants
